Greetings in Christ! In mid-May I had the privilege and pleasure of participating in a gathering led by 
both Mike Breen (www.3dministries.com) and Alan Hirsch (The Forgotten Ways:  Reactivating the 
Missional Church,  among others titles).  Mike is known to many at Sammamish Hills, Alan is a leader in 
the missional church movement in Australia, recently moved to Los Angeles, and now loosely affiliated 
with the work we‘re doing through the 3 Dimensional Ministries network.   

The two were quite a contrasting sight, Mike in pressed, button down shirt and khakis (de rigueur  for 
South Carolinians, these days), and Alan, almost a foot shorter, with leather wrist bands, black jeans and 
black t-shirt.  Together they talked about the movement of the Holy Spirit in the book of Acts.  On a 
white board it looks something like this: 

In the book of Acts, the ―second Gospel of Luke,‖ CHRIST sends Paul and others out in MISSION to 
both Jews and Gentiles, which leads to the founding of new CHURCHes around the Mediterranean.  
Understanding the order is a key insight to understanding Acts and our call to mission today.  It is the call 
of CHRIST which shapes our MISSION and thereby gives shape to the CHURCH.  Unfortunately, in 
too many churches today it is the desire of the Church to retain the status quo which then determines the 
mission, or absence of any noticeable mission.   

It is a strange equation, but, the witness of Acts is that if one wants a healthy Church, first we have to 
engage in Christ‘s call to mission.  What is the mission to which Christ is calling you?  Perhaps that is 
Christ‘s call to others in your congregation, as well. 

One more time:  what we‘re looking for is Christ‘s call to mission for and to you.  If you‘re sensing that 
call to mission in your life, let‘s chat, I‘d love to hear it.   

Here‘s to a strong future as together we seek to ever more deeply discern Christ‘s call into mission in our 
community...and far, far beyond. 

See you in Church and wherever Christ may call us in mission...

Now a certain ruler asked him, "Good teacher, what must I do to inherit eternal life?"  Jesus said to him, "Why do you call me 

good? No one is good except God alone.  You know the commandments: 'Do not commit adultery, do not murder, do not steal, do 

not give false testimony, honor your father and mother.'"  The man replied, "I have wholeheartedly obeyed all these laws since my 

youth."  When Jesus heard this, he said to him, "One thing you still lack. Sell all that you have and give the money to the poor, 

and you will have treasure in heaven. Then come, follow me."  But when the man heard this he became very sad, for he was 

extremely wealthy. Luke 18:18-23 

Imagine the Apostle Paul or Peter came to visit you for dinner this week.  You‘ve known they were coming, so 

you prepared your home for their visit.  You‘ve cooked and cleaned.  But you have no idea what to expect 

from your visitor.  Can you imagine what this dinner would be like?  What would Peter, one the first followers 

of Christ, say about the way we live?  What would he think about the ability to claim Jesus as Lord with no 

fear of persecution?  Compared to those first followers we‘ve got it really easy.  I think we‘ve got it too easy 

and I think we‘re making discipleship more difficult than it needs to be. 

One of my favorite magazines is called Relevant and the focus for the magazine is God, life, and progressive 
culture.  Over the last couple years the editors and writers have been encouraging readers to ―reject apathy‖ in 
the way we live our faith.  There have been many ideas I‘ve been curious to see how they would play out at 
Sammamish Hills.  They‘ve promoted the Advent Conspiracy which takes the focus off of gifts we buy for 
each other and share our gifts with the world.  They‘ve highlighted opportunities to serve around the world.  
But, what does it mean to reject apathy?  Magazine founder Cameron Strang puts it this way,  

Notice, the way we talk about rejecting apathy doesn‘t mean doing charity work.  There‘s actually 
something invariably self-centered about a lot of American charity – going into a situation, fixing it, 
patting yourself on the back and never going back . . .  No, the kind of outwardly focused Christian life 
we‘re talking about here requires a lifelong commitment.  It requires relationship.  It requires not doing 
things our way anymore, and instead embracing collaboration and sacrifice for the betterment of 
others.  (Relevant May/June 2010) 

As I read Cameron Strangs words I almost jump out of my seat and shout, ―Amen!‖  I think we‘ve got it too 
easy because according to our culture following Jesus essentially means doing what I want to do anyway, but I 
might pray today.  And I think we‘re making discipleship harder than it needs to be because we are afraid to 
get into the messiness of someone else‘s life and share the messiness of our own.  In both cases I feel the call 
to reject apathy fits.  John and I are convinced that the only way to share the Gospel is life to life.  I open up 
my life to you and show you how God has worked on my heart and you do the same.   

I am committed to a life of discipleship.  I am committed to putting my own ways aside.  I am committed to 
rejecting apathy.  Will you join us in this relationship adventure?

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Worship Life in June 
Continuing our study of the Gospel of Luke, in June we look at two kinds of parables:  judgment and grace.  

While reading the parables of the wicked tenants, good Samaritan, and prodigal son, keep in mind these 

words from Frederick Buechner: 

A parable is a small parable with a large point.  With parables and jokes both, if youõve got to have it explained, 

donõt bother.  (Wishful Thinking, Buechner) 

With this wisdom in mind, we won‘t be diving into the explanation of the stories, but seeking their 

implications.  These are among the richest stories in the treasure chest of good news, come, let us walk in 

the light of the God who binds up the broken and welcomes home the ungracious and ungrateful alike. 

June 6  The 2nd  Sunday after Pentecost  Parables of Judgment 

(Reading:  Micah 6:6-8; Philippians 4:4-13; Luke 12:13-21; 20:9-19)  Although grace is lifted high in the 

good news Jesus brings, there is still the accountability of judgment.  Ultimately the judgment applies to 

the decision as to who is in (or not) the kingdom of God.  Who is most harshly judged?  Those who live 

as if they can get in on their own. 

June 13 The 3rd Sunday after Pentecost  Parables of Grace, part 1 

(Reading:  Deuteronomy 6:1-9; Romans 13:8-10; Luke 10:25-37)  Who is my neighbor?  It was an attempt 

to establish wiggle room, the space to equivocate just a little.  The answer?  The one who showed mercy.  The 

parables of Grace all paint different views of the One whom, in the words of T.S. Eliott, You just canõt 

trust to be unmercifulé 

June 20 The 4th Sunday after Pentecost  Parables of Grace, part 2 

(Readings: Luke 15)  So, who are you?  The adult child,  far from hearth, home, family, identity, and 

custom?  Or, the older sibling who angrily stays out in the barn throwing a hissy fit while an undeserved 

but nevertheless wingding of a party goes on in the big house for the returned and once lost but not 

found younger sibling?  Or, the parent who, having stood watch by the gate every day and night for 

weeks, finally sees their lost to all child come walking up the road?  Put on your party clothes, because 

the Kingdom of God is a party for all who will come and the price is already paid.   

June 27  The 5th Sunday after Pentecost  Blessed! 

(Readings:  Psalm 77, Galatians 5:1, 13-25; Luke 6:20-26)  Where does your blessing come from?  By 

now we should be used to Jesus turning things on their heads, but hearing Jesus bless some and 

condemn others makes us stop and listen every time.  And so the question needs to be asked again.  

Where does your blessing come from? 
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USHERS  Looking for a way to serve your church, but can't commit your time on weekdays?  Consider 

ushering!  You can serve by yourself or as part of a group of 2, 3, or 4.  For families, it is a great way to get chil-
dren involved in the church and they earn community service.  With our current schedule, you need only serve 
about once every 6-8 weeks at the 9:00 service or once a month at the 10:30 service. If we can recruit more peo-
ple, you will not need to usher as frequently.  We will work with you so that you feel comfortable serving as 
ushers.

Thus Said The LORD 

(an occasional column written by Sammamish Hills Menõs Bible Study leader Michael Peterson) 

As it is written, the LORD commands us to honor our parents (Ex 20:12 and Deut 5:16) but also to fear them 
(Leviticus 19:3).  As an aside, the Hebrew for the two words, honor (kabayd) and fear (yarah), are seldom used 
synonymously, and they are manifestly not synonymous in this case. Moreover, the difference in meaning be-
tween these two words is morally significant in that they reveal what God values most in the parent-child rela-
tionship. 

To understand how this works, you need to know that Biblical Hebrew conveys relative importance between 
two or more objects in a number of ways, but most frequently by the order in which they are mentioned. With 
this in mind, let‘s look at the first parts of these commandments: 

Ex 20:12 and Deut 5:16: Honor thy father and thy motheré  

Lev 19:3: Fear, each of you, your mother and your fatheré 

Note that the ‗honor‘ commandment places the father first in importance, but that the ‗fear‘ commandment 
places the mother first. This is not inadvertent and is textually very significant. 

Thus does our LORD reveal to us that a child‘s interactions with its parents must be based on both fear and 
honor. And since we are naturally more fearful of our fathers and respectful of our mothers, God strongly em-
phasizes that we are not to be ruled by our natural inclinations. He demands that we honor our father and fear 
our mother just as much as we [naturally] fear our fathers and honor our mothers.

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FROM THE ELIAS FAMILY in Eritrea 

The Elias family are long-term missionaries in Eritrea who have been members of and received support from Sammamish Hills 
in the past.  Here is their latest letter: 

April 4, 2010 

Dear friends in Christ, 

Easter greetings to you!  We are so thankful for you and your partnership with us today and always.  Thank 
you for your prayers and financial support for our work and ministry.  God has been doing many amazing 
things that we are privilege to be a part of.  We are reminded this Easter of God‘s power – that power raised 
Christ from the dead.  That same power is at work in the lives of Eritreans living here in the US and in Eri-
trea.  During his recent trip to Eritrea Berhane was able to witness firsthand the work God is doing.  We 
want to share with you some of the many good things going on. 

Church Growth  In one village Berhane participated in a Christmas 
celebrations where there was standing room only as people came to 
this new congregation where a recent seminary graduate started work-
ing just two years ago.  We have been praying for more than a decade 
for God to raise up a new generation of church leaders.  Berhane wit-
nessed other evidence of growth including afternoon meetings with 

more than 1,000 young adults who are seeking to know and worship God.  And the Sunday school program 
continues to grow with over 1,000 children coming each week. 

Outreach to unreached people groups.  We also need to share about the work of a young seminary 
graduate who is working in a remote Muslim area. The church has an old mission station built by Swedish 
missionaries there.  This small congregation is growing and serves as a witness to the entire village. You may 
remember that it was this congregation that received new choir robes on Berhane‘s last trip to Eritrea and 
we purchased a cow for this pastor so that life in a very remote area with young children might be a bit eas-
ier. 

Five young pastors from the Kunama tribe have now returned to their communities to serve the church as 
well.  This is so important so that foundation built by missionaries in the past can be built upon in the fu-
ture.  The Kunama villages where they serve have about 1,000 children coming to Sunday school each week. 

Sunday school teachers training events were held in December and Janu-
ary for the 27 teachers serving Sunday mornings in Asmara.  Berhane was able 
to talk with them, share teaching strategies, offer advice and encouragement 
and present the latest installments to the curriculum.  As they reviewed the 
new material together the teachers decided to use the grade level curriculum 
and then offer feed-back to Berhane when he returns.   

Looking ahead to the future we know that God has many good things in 
store.  One great opportunity has been to work with Roger Ose Ministries and 
an Eritrean agricultural program on the purchasing and shipping of 15 solar 

ovens for use in villages where there is plenty of sunshine.  Making these kinds of connections have really 
helped to shape our role.  We are so thankful for the many opportunities God has brought our way in just 
this short time.  We look forward to more opportunities from around the world.   

We have been thinking about God‘s faithfulness to us all these years we have been working with World Mis-
sion Prayer League.  It really is amazing to think about how God has worked out so many details every step 
of the way.  And the greatest part has been the people we have had the privilege to know and who have sup-
ported us in the plan God has for us.  Thank you for being part of that team of people.

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PRAYER MINISTRY TEAM 

Have you ever filled out a prayer request on the registration form? Do you wonder what happens to that 
prayer request after Sunday services? Did you know that there can be over one hundred prayer requests 
on any given Sunday? These are difficult times we are living in and more and more people are seeing 
how prayer can make a big difference in their lives. 

1 John 5 14-15 says: 

―This is the confidence we have in approaching God:  that if we ask anything according to His will, He 
hears us.  And if we know that He hears us – whatever we ask – we know that we have what we asked of 
Him.‖ 

I am sure you are aware that the Pastors and church staff pray for each one of your requests but what 
you may not know is that there is an active Prayer Ministry in the church that takes your prayer requests 
one step further by transferring each request to a  card showing the date of the request, the name of the 
petitioner and the prayer request.  The cards are filed in a filing box and placed in the Quiet Room/
Chapel and, during the following month, members of the staff, the Prayer Ministry Team, and the gen-
eral congregation can come by the Chapel, take some cards and pray for the requests. These prayer war-
riors date and initial the back of each card so that at the end of the month, the cards can be put into en-
velopes and returned to the petitioners so they will have the comfort of knowing that many people have 
supported them in prayer.  If you haven‘t received your envelope, Eve Curtis will be waiting to give them 
out at the information desk in the Narthex after each service. 

The Prayer Ministry Team meets every Thursday at 1:00 p.m. in the Church Hall and is actively looking 
for ways to make prayer an even more integral part of SHLC‘s ministry in the community.
